yang merupakan internalisasi dari sikap, penguasaan pengetahuan dan ketrampilan sesuai dengan jenjang
prodinya yang diperoleh melalui proses pembelajaran.

2. CPL yang dibebankan pada mata kuliah  adalah beberapa capaian pembelajaran lulusan program studi (CPL-
Prodi) yang digunakan untuk pembentukan/pengembangan sebuah mata kuliah yang terdiri dari aspek sikap,
ketrampulan umum, ketrampilan khusus dan pengetahuan.

3. CP Mata kuliah (CPMK) adalah kemampuan yang dijabarkan secara spesifik dari CPL yang dibebankan pada
mata kuliah, dan bersifat spesifik terhadap bahan kajian atau materi pembelajaran mata kuliah tersebut.
